There are no auditions and no fees (other than minimal costume expenses.) All students
who participate in the program perform in the shows. Although casts are large (250+ K-
12’°s!), the benefits of older and younger students working and performing together are
tremendous. A team of professional voice teachers and dance teachers provide quality
instruction for the students, and an enormous team of parent volunteers provide
production support. For many, PACE is a family affair. There are not many
opportunities for children and their parents to be involved in the same activity, but PACE
is one of those experiences. Having said that, most parents have other demands on their
time, and if you are dropping your child at the theatre, I can assure you that they are
always well-supervised.

Unlike the Christmas show, there will not a separate K-3 group, (it is a K-6 cast
group) so it may be a challenge for really little ones to get themselves to where they need
to go onstage and sing and dance when they get there. Having said this, I’ve had K’s
who are spectacular little performers and tireless little people, so I don’t want to make a
blanket call on this one. But please use your judgement. You know your child and
his/her confidence level and sleep needs.
