Destiny Follett is the web based system SD 62 teachers use to view and book items from the 
DRC. 
 
On the site, the term media refers to all of the items available through the DRC. 
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To find the Destiny Follett SD 62 link

To log in 
 
Select your school first, then log in at the top right corner of the page:

To search for items 
 
Select Catalog from the top menu list 

 

 
 
Make sure your search location is the District Resource Center. 

 
 
Basic search: 

● Is the simplest, most frequently used search 
● Is often used with a keyword or title 
● Supports wildcard (*) use 

 
 

 



Enter your search term in the Find search area. You can hit the return button on your 
keyboard to see all entries for that term, or narrow the search by using one of the button 
below: Keyword, Title, Author, Subject, or Series. 
 
You can further narrow your search by Material Type or Award Winner in the box below the 
buttons 

 
Power search: 

● Is used for more complex searches and helps narrow or expand the search 
● Supports Boolean (and, or, not) searches  

 
Number search:  

• If you know what subject you’d like to search you can type in the call number (ex: LCN 
will pull up all Lit Circle Novels)

• BP (Book Packs) 

• LCN (Lit Circle Novels)

To book an item 
 
One you have found an item you would like to book, select the Book It button on the bottom 
right hand corner. 

 
 
Select if you would like the item shipped or if you will pick it up. 

 
 

 

 



Select the day you would like the booking to start, and then select the date you would like the 
booking to end. Different items have different ranges of borrowing periods, anywhere from 14-
28 days. 
 

 

Navigating tips 
 
If you need to move back, follow the breadcrumb trail instead of using the back button. 
 

 
For example, in the image above, I would click on ‘Media Search’ if I wanted to return to the 
main search area.  
 

Extending an item 
 
If your due date is coming close and you’d like to keep your item longer, you can login to your 
account to see if it is available to extend.  
 
To do this first login. Then click on the “My Info” top tab. 

 

 

 



Here it will list all of your items with an “extend” button next to each one. 

 

 
Click on this button and it will take you to the same calendar page as when you were first 
booking your item. If the item is available for extension you may click when you would like to 
extend it until (no longer than 28 more days) followed by the save button at the top. If the 
calendar shows red dates it has been reserved by someone else and you will have to send the 
item back.  

  
(In this case I would be unable to extend my item as all the blocks are red)
